Evory tit:!e a car decided 
to thoughtles'sly venture 'into the, .area ·overyo:tle just stopped 
ea t:ing, and 'moved, the:ir tables .and chairs aside to let .:i:t. pass. 
Even with such tr:i. vial' .incidents' occuring reeularly throughout 
the meal my spaghett:l. al:re v0!lgole could not have tastedbotter. 

, 'La~t'Saturday, f'oclingverynostalgic owing to my husband's 
:insistance that ,sUmmor had f'irially arrived (the temporature had 
soared :l.nto the high 50' s. F), we decided to visit tho. fipaghetti 
House, S:l.c:l.l:ian Avenue, Sicilian Avenue:,is a paved area be'tween 
two roads so the Spaghetti House and its sister restaurant Isola 
d'Elba'placo the:ir tablos in an enclosed area in tho avonue, 
there is an :inf'ormal atmosphero without the dangor of' customers 
collaps:l.rig with carbon-monoxide poisoning and much to the obvious 
aston:ishment of' the passers-by. Last year an added attraction 
was an accordian-playing l-lai tor who gave the setting a typically 
·Ital:l.an tone thoueh this was""already enhanced by the f'reak summer 
wea thor l{e so hungr:l.ly enjoyed. 

Should anything that vaguely resembles the,sun appear on 
the hor:l.zon th:l.s year :t t l,ould be wise to reserve a table, as 
during the summ~r evenings the restaurant becomes crowded. 
Hav:l.ng, ,been told, by a most competent waiter that tho "cozze" were 
notava:l.labloYI chosef'or starters "tonno con f'agioli" and my 
husband ,a Simple anti-pasto. My husband's anti~pasto'provedtto 
bo an ample port:ion of' various 'salumo' and vogotablos with which 
ho was quito satisf':l.6d. Unf'ortunatol~ my f'agioli were rathorhard 
and tho tonrio had' a salty and :tinny tasto, I f'oel that tho quality 
of' the tonno and not the quantity of' the: portion should have 
beon tho rostaurant' s I:min concern as a superior tonno would 
vastly :l.mprovo the d:l.sh. As lie had alreac.y'indulgod in a spuntino 
at homo', wo oc:I. ttod to havo a pasta dish and both choso 'Insalata 
d:l. posco' as·a main courso. Tho insalata provod to bo a moal in 
itsol~, consist:ing of' a delightf'ul mixture of' various cold f'ish 
and salads that unbolievably arri vod alroady drossod - f'ull marks 
to Spaghotti Houso. 

Having boon cursod at birth with a f'ailing callod obosity 
I 1':inishod tho moal with Coppa Europa: f'rosh 1'ruit salad with 
croam and :l.co-cream? a very rof'roshing dess~rt ,af'tcr such a 
supposed 'l:Lght' "mldn' COU:t;30'. With ,half' a .li tro of' drinkablo 
whi to w:l.ne and good ospro~so co1'1'oe the meal cot:!O to £6.25 ld th 
VAT ,but no't sorv:l.ce •. For an ovor.:tng ldth ,a di1'f'oronce, and odible 
f'ood at reasonablo p::.-iceo Spaghotti Houso, Sicilian Avonuo is a 
pleasant oxperienoo that r at:! convinced all would enjoy.
