Hilda Leyel, better known as Mrs 
C.F. Leyel' to all ,the collectors of her 
superb' cookery serieS and the well 
known 'Culpeper House Herbals', 
was one of tlie top food writers froin 
the 1920s on.

The Editor Jias told me he will 

refuse to -'publish any more articles I 
write if they make reference to a 
certain north London club where Ar­
sene Wenger assumed control on 30 
September.

Lanfranco Dettori 
in winning all seven races at last 
Saturday's Ascot Festival of Racing; 
It is a feat which' has never been 
performed before and produced accu-
mulated odds of 25,075-1. -. 
,. As I am Still the sports, corre­
sPondent for this magazine, you will 
appreciate I was not one of the lucky 
punters who. it is Said have pushed the 
bookmaking industry to the verge of 
bankruptcy I . 

Dettori is 25 years old and the son 
of Gianfranco, 13 times Champion 
jockey in Italy who also won the 
2,000 guineas in. this country on 
Bolkonski and Wollow. Frankie had 
his first winner in 1987 and has been 
champion jockey for the last two 
years. He served his apprenticeship, 
perhaps not surprisingly, with-Italian 
born trainer, Luca Cumani in New­
market who waS a longstanding fam­
ily friend. 

Dettori is unquestionably one of 
life's great characters. His flying 
jump from the saddle in the winner's 
enclosure has become ,his trademark. 
There are 'also 'likely to be, many 
elegantly dressed rnccgoers who faee 
large dry cleaning bills as a result of 
the jockey's liberal shaking and 
spraying of champagne around tlie 
Ascot enclosures. in a manner more 
traditionally associated with victori­
ous Grand pilx drivers. 

But racing, whether by horse or 
car, typifies the peaks and troughs of 
sport. Perhaps iLis because tile par­
ticipants perform on a tightrope be- . 
tween. glory and tragedy that makes 
tllem have such an enduring love and 
zest for life in the fast lane. 

Whilst Dettori celebrates his oncc 
in a lifetime acliievement, anotJier 
eqUally exuberant colleague, Willy 
Carson has only just been moved out 
of intensive eare at Basingstoke Gen-
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eral Hospital. The 'f<lrmer champion 
jockey, who has been publicly consid­
ering retirement, suffered severe inter­
nal (and we now understand), life 
threatening injUries when kicked in 
the parade' ririg at Newbiuy a fort­
night ago. It is clear from interviews 
with the consultant surgeon who is 
treating ,him that Carson's courage 
and sense of humour have endeared 
him to the hospital staff. 

The champagne spraying should 
not elude anyone of therisks:which 
tllCSC men and women take every day 
of their working lives which taken in 
conjunction with their early morning 
starts, worldwide travelling and per­
manent wasting to achieve a riding 
weight, stand tllem apart in the world 
of sporting endeavour.

1 tableSpoon tomato puree 
salt/pepper 

Method 
Coat tIle pieces, of veal in flour and put them into a 
casserole dish \vith tIle oil. 
Lightly fry them turning tIlem until well scaled. 
Cut the potatoes into pieces and the tomatoes into small 
pieces. 
Add tIle potatoes, peas, tomatoes, tomato P!1=, garlic, 
salt and pepper to the veal in tIle casserolc. 
Mix togcther and pour in tIlC water. 
Simmcr for about 60 minutes. 
Add a little water if necessary during the cooking.
