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Riddled Art 
Eight years ago lily Collc..1gue 

Gerard Holzlllmm and I were testing a 
program that can flip, scale and 
juxtapose pictures. I have always had 
a strong interest in comparing faces 
and sometimes combine portraits to 
Cl'e.1te different effcets. I had previ­
ously 5c..1nned in many images, in­
cluding Leonardo da Vinci's. "Mona 
Lisa", and his self-portmit. Both 
faces arc three-quarter views, but 
turned in opposite directions. Wc 
flipped the self-portrait and sc..1led the 
images by giving them the same 
distance between the centres of the 
pupils. We then bisected the portraits 
and aligned the tips of the noses 
before juxtaposing the two halves. 

As the composite image scrolled 
down the screen, the hairlines ap­
peared to merge. Next the forehc..1ds 
and strong brows came into view, 
bearing a remarkable resemblance. 
Then the cyes cmne on, the' pupils 
aligning at the same level. Fi.ially •. the 
cheekbones,. noses and mOliths 
matched precisely. I gasped. "Some­
thing wrong with my program'!'':. 
Gemrd asked. 

Other details confirmcd the simi­
larity bctween the portraits. The dis­
tances betwccn the inncr corncrs of 
the eyes, one of the most individual 
characteristics of a thce. m:l1chcd to 
within 2%. The protrnding brow -. 
found in more than 90% of males - is 
quite distinct in Leonardo's portmit as 
well as in the "Mona Lisa". 

Near the cnd of the 1511, ccntury 
Leonardo Ic/\ Milan with his initial 
sketch for the "Mona Lisa'" and 
continucd to work on it for yems. The 
painting was with him when he died 
in 1519. I suggest that in completing 
the work in the abscnce of his siller. 
Leonardo used himself as a model and 
infused the portrait with his own 
fc.1tures. He used his new shading 
technique. callcd sfllmato. to blend 
and replace parts of the first modcl's 
face with his fcatures. 

With his love of riddles. Leonardo 
offered what may be onc of the most 
important clues of all. It appears in 
the endlessly knolled eloverlc..1f pat­
terns on the bodice of the "'Mon:l 
Lisa's" dress. Leonardo was Il,sei-' 
nated with knots and once adapted 
such a baskctry . design to embellish 
his own name. Thc Italian word (or 
the osier br:lllches used for basket.)' is 
vineo. The conncction bctwccn vinci 
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and vinco revcals thc idcntity of the 
model for the "Mona Lisa'" - Leon­
ardo himself. 

A few yc..1rs later another pU7.zle 
posed by Leonardo's works caught 
my ancntion. Scholars have long 
dcba ted whcre onc should" stand to 
vic\'I' thc ·L.1st Supper', paintcd on 
onc wall of thc refectory of Santa 
Maria dcllc Grazic in Milan, Leon­
nrdo had paintcd t.1pestr1es in thc 
fresco and bands of dcsigns on thc 
adjoining walls of thc refectory, The 
tapestrics and dcsigns do not Iinc up -
unless onc vicws the painting from IS 
fcct abovc thc floor. It would sccm 
that Leonardo intcnded thc fresco to 
appc.1r as an extcnsion of thc refec­
to(\' _ But thc illusion does not work .

Rcccntly the scholar Patricia 
TDllly-Coohill of Western Kentucky 
Universily has drawn me back to 
Leonardo's work - this time to his 700 
grotcsques, Did he conjure them up or 
skclch Ihcm from life? These bizarre 
faces confuse many art historians 
becansc thcy appear very far from tile 
c,1non of proportions that Leonardo 
had cstablished for drawing faces, 

�M�c�.�~�s�u�r�i�n�g� the features and their 
alignmcnls. I was surprised to find 
thal Ihc grotcsques are actually 'nor­
mal'. Leonardo .had �e�.�~�e�r�e�i�s�e�d� the only 
Iccway thal his rules allowed: to 
c.xaggcratc chins, noses, mouths and 
forehcads. As he staled, 'Ihe distance 
from Ihc eyebrow 10 where the lip 
joins Ihe chin... 10 Ihe (posterior) 
anglc of Ihe jaw ... to Ihe upper limit 
of Ihe car ... form a·perfeCl'square the 
sidcs of which measure half tile 
hc.1d .. ·. Thc grolesques seem so life­
likc because Ihcy have 'eorrect' pro­
portions. 

Inlrigued by the analytical possi­
bilities of Ihc compuler, the late art 
hislorian Eugcnio Ballisti proposed 
Ihal I study Ihc colour of the frescoes 
of anolhcr Italian artist, Piero della 
FranecsCa, Piero's 'The Resurrection 
of Chrisl', in Sansepolcro, had once 
been plastcred ovcr. Part of the coat­
ing was sincc removed, but was the 
rcsloralion complcte? Restorers 
needed to know what the original 
colours mighl have been before pro­
ceeding furthcr. 

To sludy this fresco, I selecled a 
high-performance system that inler­
prets Ihc huc. brightness and satura­
lion of colour, onc pixcl at a time, 
Eleclronically sublracting the while of 
Ihc plastcr coating, I found that 'The 
Rcsurreclion' is paintcd in sunset 
colours.

Ihal Picro mOSI likely look 
advanlagc of thc al\ernoon sun, pour­
ing in Ihrough a window high up on 
Ihc lI'esl wall in Ihc original arehitec­
lure, to accent Ihis palclle. The on­
screen cnhanccmcnt also revcaled for 
Ihc firsl limc a symbolic tree of thorns 
on onc sidc of Ihe fresco, and one 
curiosilY - Chrisl has a cauliflower

La frescbczza delle forze e,I'entu­
siasmo della giovane eta gli pennet­
tevano, a distanza di pochi mesi 
dall'ingresso in diocesi; di indire la 
prima visila pastorale. Voleva cono­
scere di persona la situazione, tanto 
piu cbe una buona parte delle parroc­
cbie .non vcdevano un vescovo ,da 
oltre Ire sccoli. A distanza di quattro 
anni Mons. Sealabrini annunciava alia 
diocesi di aver tenninato la prima 
visila. 

Gia dalla prima visita pastorale, 
inlanto., aveva comincialo a rac­
coglicre dati precisi su detenninati 
problemi: quanti emigrati. Non era 
solo il gusto della statistiea, cbe pur 
costiluiva a quei tempi una novita, ma 
il dcsiderio di trovare una adeguata 
risposta. E la risposta vem\ per gli uni 
e per gli altri. 

Per 'quanto riguarda gli einigrati, il 
problema cbe piu ci interessa, i dati 
raccolti era no questo: 28 mila emi­
grali su una popolazione di circa 
duccentomila persone. Sui problema 
10 Sealabrini nel sinodo dioccsano del 
1879, cosi si esprimeva: 'Purtroppo 
nel maggior numero dei casi non si 
riescc a fennare I'emigrazione e bi­
sogna subirla come una dolorosa ne­
cessita.

The world track championships, at 
Vikingskippet Norway, August 1993. 
Inside the stadium, on whose boards a 
certain SCO! captured his' first world 
hour record. Suddcnly a man of great 
presence and imposing girth arrivcs al 
the entrance of Ihe Brilish tcam PCl •. 
It is not just his red VIP badgc bUI 
something about his natural Slalure 
which earns him immediate alienI ion. 
The purpose of his visit is soon clear. 
He wants just a brief word wilh Ihe 
Olympic pursuit champiOli and hour 
record holder. Someone laps Chris on 
the shoulder and he turns 10 meet the 
great Ercole Baldini. 

Baldini, born in Forli, nc.1r Milan, 
on January 26 1933" enleredlhe 
cycling public's iinagination in the 
1950s, as an amate;lr plll's'uiter and 
hour record-bre3ker. The Italian roulcr 
extraordinaire began his rise 10 fame 
with viclOry in'the amateur pursuit at 
the 1956 World's in Copcnhagcn. 
Within a mallc'r of monlhs; he had 
broken Jacqucs AnquCtil's world hour 
record and endcd the year as Olympic 
road champion. ' 

Baldini put together a palm3res of 
style and qualiiy rather thanquanlity. 
His reputation' was at its zcnilh in 
1958 when he cnIshed ihe climbing 
specialists Federico Bah:unontes and 
Charly Gaul to \vin the Giro bcfore 
taking the world pro road title in 
France. 

By the middle of 1956 the young 
Italian was seen by 'his national 
selectors as hot property. With Olym­
pic Games due, Ihcy wcre kccn to 
check his form Oli, long distanccs. 
Baldini was persuadCd 10 allack thc 
world hour record. 

The press were very ,doublful 
Baldini would succeed. How could 
such a young and inexpericnced rider 
be put through such suffcrilig'? 

'In fact I didl,'1 suffcr vcry much 
at all', explains Baldini. 'for me. il 
was an hour's "promcnadc"'. My 
coach was dctennincd not to filii. His 
cautious schedule was designcd 10 
break the record by only a small 
margin. After five laps I was up on 
schedule by 20 or'30 mctre and alii 
heard was Ifpiano. piano". 

'I felt very slrong and wantcd to 
go much faster but he said. "no, no 
it's too early. Brc.1k the record by onc 
metre 'Ereole and it will be' enough ". 
When the gun wcnl at the cnd I could 
have continued for anothcr hour'. 
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As world hour record holder Bald­
ini's star had climbed even higher., He 
recounts with some humour how in 
Ihe m 11 up to Ihe Melbourne Olympics 
thc Italian selectors argued among 
Ihemselves about which events he 
should compete' in. In Ihe cnd Baldini 
agreed to ridc bolh road and track 
evcnts ,but on arrival had second 
thougllts: 'Whcn I saw the track in 
Mclbourne, it looked so dangcrous. 
Duc I () my lack of track experience I 
decided to put evcrything into the 
road race which I won'. 

Fr()m then on thc cycling world 
saw I he imperious; young Italian from 
Forli in a ncw light. Hc lurncd 
professional and was louted as Ihc 
man 10 bcat AnCJuctil. Baldini is 
refres llingly honcst whcn compariIig 
himselflo 'MailrcJacqucs': 'A fricnd 
askcd \vhy I couldn't beat A1I(ju~til 
and I replied that 
I was always 
happy to,try but 
that whal I 
nccded was a 
good" nat course: 
So my friend or­
ganised a time 
trial wilh jusl 
Ihis kind of tcr­
rain .11 Forli. It 

'bccmne a classic 
and I always 
bcat Anquclil 
thcre~ . 

B aldini 
scorcd four vic­
lories in Ihe Cas­
lrocaro limc trial 
liS well as four 
wins in Ihc 
Baracchi Trophy. Once a young rider 
shows rc:1I class thcre is an agc old 
prcssurc on him 10 go slrongly in all 
the 1l'l:Ijor cvcnlS. and none arc as hard 
~s a thrce·wcek slage race. AI Ihe 
Slarl of Ihc 1958 Giro d'l1alia, Baldini 
was onc of the fllvourilcs. Hc 'could 
go II p mouutains as wcll as any 
climber. cspecially if thc climbs wcre 
long ~\lld Ihe grndients rc.1sonable. His 
lime tmiling prowcss cnsured cmshing 
victo rics against thc clock. 

A..I)" doublS thal Baldini's large 
build wOllld be' an obslaclc in con· 
fro1l\~'1lions wilh climbers wcre soon 
dispc-l'SCd when he look Ihe maglia 
rosa :11 Ihe cnd of Ihc hilly Bosco 
ChicS,1 Nova slagc. dropping no Icss 
than Charly Gual.

passing Ihrough the Dolomites from 
Lcvico to Bolzano via the awesome 
Passo di Gardena, Baldini totally 
destroyed Ihe climbers. 

'In Ihe 1958 Giro I weighed 83kg 
but I was riding very hard and 
slc.1dily on the climbs' Baldini recalls 
about his abilily to dominate the 
climbers Ihat year. 'Their style was to 
aUack brutally like Marco Pantani 
does today. Anenvards I would just 
ride steadily until I eaught them. No 
sooner would' I eatch one than the 
olher would auack, and so on. So I 
had 10 eall Ihem 10 order. When we 
wcre on lhe Pordoi I said "If you 
calm down a bil. you will get to win 
Ihe mountains prize. But I promise 
you if you !Ion't slop ,1IUacking me, 
youwon'l even win Ihat!". I went to 
Ihe fronl and increased the paCe, hard 
and very sleady'. The climbers were 

rendered' impotent by 
this ,demonSlralion of 
pure force.

, Riding his last world 
championship for the 
Italians Ihat year was tile 
illustrious Fausto Coppi. 
An auack by Bobet on/ 
Ihe first lap established a' 
Ihrce·man break. Scent~ 
ing danger, the old fox 

Coppi urged his young leam·mate to 
go olf down Ihe road aOer them. As 
the hOI day progressed, Baldini's 
gmclling lums on Ihe front, began 10 
lakc Iheir loll and ul1imalely no one 
~uld respond to his final aUack. 
Once morc he crossed the finish line 
alone, this lime 2-09 up on Bobet. 

A wilness 10 this great triumph 
was vcteran Italian journalist Rino 
Ncgri. Ncgri was Ihe only journalist 
allowcd by thc Italian team officials 
to watch Baldini's final lap from a 
felV fcet away in the leam car. 'It was 
onc of thc most remarkable demon­
stralions of powcr riding I havc seen', 
the vctcran writer cnthuses. 'Baldini 
was the cpitome of a rider who had 
bolh a good hc.1d and good legs'. 
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Sp.ortiight 
September has been thc month of 

the RidorlRyder Cups.

After 15 years compctition. thc 

Triumvirate decidcd to havc thcir own 
T Shirts printcd proudly displaying 
the trophy and thc fact that it had 
been competed for "since 1982".

Regrettably. the first 
three courses that wc playcd in 1997 
were not in the best condition and 
undoubtcdly thc torrelllial rain of thc 
preceding weckcnd had 1I0t hclpcd 
matters. Vcnczia is OIlC of thc top tcn 
golf courscs in Italy and it has bcen 
the home to the Italiall Womcns OpCII 
Oil more thall olle oceasioll. Thc greell 
fee was reduced to 50.000 lire bc­
cause of the work beillg undcrtakcII 
on the course. On some holcs. largc 
areas of the thirway. WCre ropcd 01T. 
Whilst it was pcrmissiblc to play from 
the area. aU golfers had to approach 
the baU from outsidc thc' ropcs. In 
bright sunshinc and with thc f1.irway 
grass ill places as long as thc rough. 
play was considcrably slowcd as it 
was difficult to find the ball cvcn if 
the rarity happencd and it \v;.s in thc 
middle of thc fairway. Ncvcrthclcss. 
there were some mcmorablc holcs. nol 
least the par threc lIinth., reminiscent 
of the Himalaya hole at Prestwick. It 
is a blind tee shot of 165 yards with 
trees and walcr. playing o\'cr thc old 
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Vcnctian Ford around which thc 
coursc is built. 

Two days c.1rlier, the visit to 
Vcrona had indeed becn an cnjoyablc 
onc. Thcrewas just time for a 45 
minute sightsccing trip to sce thc 
Arena and Giulclla's statue aud bal­
cony. The coursc itself was particu­
larly mcmorable and on thc back lIille 
thcre were a scrics of long par fours. 
Certaillly your correspondcnt would 
recommclld a visit to allY enthusiastic 
golfcr. Thc highlight of thc weck., 
howe\,cr., was Asiago. Originally 'this 
had been a nine holc coursc but o\'cr 
thc last couple of ycars. thc I,ayout has 
bcen completely ehangCd and' ollly 
onc hole has been retained ill its 
original form. The ncw 18 holes are a

dclight and a rc:d challcngc. Certainly 
it pro\'cd too much for yonr corre­
spondcntwho elTecti\'e1y lost his grip 
on thc trophy with this round. 

Thc first couple of holcs are like 
trying to thlC<1d COllon through thc 
cye of a needlc. The course does in 
parts opcn out but then thcre is the 
thrc:ll of \\~ller aud hilly terrain. Our 
Scnior Professioual had the ad\'antagc 
of a buggy and doubtlcss this stood 
him in very good stead. 

Thc real beaut\' was that the' threc 
playcrs had thc' course cntirely to 
thcmselvcs on a spcctacularly bem,ti­
ful day in thc pc:,ccful still mountain 
air. 

Thc final round \"'.s played at thc 
ncw Bcncllon complcx at Asolo. 
Again it is a bcm,tiful sClling and a 
ncw course. Only onc :md a half years 
old and typical of the more recently 
dcsigncd coursc with watcr in abun­
dance and long par fours. It will bc a
